Financial Report

Expenditures for the first six months of 2006 were
under budget at $15,134.79. Our largest single
expenditure is salaries for our Ukrainian staff. With
changes in the taxation system, we now have a much
higher employment tax burden. For most of our staff,
we now pay about a 40% tax on their salaries. We are
also faced with the need to raise salaries in order to
match inflation and escalating prices in Kyiv. Mercer
Human Resources recently listed Kyiv as among the
most expensive cities in the world. Kyiv jumped from
54th place in 2005 to a startling 21st place in 2006.

Thanks to your generosity, individuals and churches in
the USA gave $13,032.50. In Kyiv, friends donated
$1,644.92. Since these donations didn't quite meet
operations costs, $2,000 was transferred from our old
building fund to the operations fund. In January, the
UEC board of directors authorized closing that fund and
later in the vyear, the final balance of that fund
($4,604.37) was transferred to our operations account.
A reserve or rainy day fund is still maintained in a
certificate of deposit.
